Portfolio and Market Returns

The Bentham Global Income Fund had a total return (after fees) of -0.35% in the
month of February, underperforming the benchmark (50% Bloomberg AusBond
Bank Bill Index, 50% Bloomberg AusBond Composite Index) by 0.37%. On a before
fees basis the fund returned -0.29% for the month, underperforming the
benchmark by 0.31%.

Strong earnings out of the US and continued Al optimism helped equity markets in
the US reach all-time highs. Credit markets also registered gains, while bond yields
(particularly in the US) trended higher as expectations for near term rate cuts
subsided.

The top contributors to performance included Collateralised Loan Obligations
(CLO), Residential Mortgage Backed Securities (RMBS) and Global High Yield; whilst
the bottom performing contributors included Asset Backed Securities (ABS), Bond
and Capital Securities.

Investment markets are pricing in both a rate cutting cycle starting later this year
and a continuation of positive earnings growth from companies. While cash rates
are now on hold in most G10 countries, monetary policies are currently quite
restrictive. We remain cautious on the investment return outlook as we believe the
market may be underestimating the economic risk from the lagged impact of
recent cash rate hikes.

In the corporate sector, tighter credit standards and increased capital costs weigh
on activity. The impact of higher rates on households is mixed; spending from
leveraged households is constrained by higher costs of inflation and rates, while
savers are benefitting from higher interest income.
